The number of books now in the Pub­

The weather boa been cool. ( A now fea­
ture. Years ago remarks upon the 
weather were quite common, but not so 
for the last seventy-five years.) 

We would remonstrate with Postmaster 
Riohardson for delay in obtaining our 
mails. It took four hours to get the N. 
Y. Herald from N. Y to our sanctum 
yesterday. 

Mr. Torrey has secured the governor­
ship after an exciting election. Mr 
Owen goes in as secretary of State. Con­
found politics. The city has been in a 
hubbub for six weeks, and no less than 
fourteen riots have occurred, all to get 
two offices for Messrs. Owen and Torrey. 

A squad of fifty men from the Wool­
wich Stats of Maine coin mint stopped 
the Hydraulic Express, on the Bath and 
Woolwich suspension bridge, last night, 
and taking Conductor Woodbury forcibly 
from the parlor enr where he was loafing, 
doused him in. the river until he was 
nearly drowned. This was on account 
of Woodbury's refusal to run an extra 
train last Wednesday week to the Waldo-
boro prize fight. 

By an explosion of dynanite in the 
power room of Mill No . 59 on Tuesday, 
10,000 spindles were destroyed and 150 
mill hands killed. The explosion was 
terrible. Dynanite used for motive 
power may be excellent, so far as driv­
ing the machinery at lightning speed is 
concerned, but it is too dangerous. Only 
last week 75 hands in Mill No. 40 were 
blown to atoms. Unless our" capitalists 
use some other motor, we shan't have 
any mill people left in five years. His 
honor the mayor had just gone from an 
inspection of No. 59. I t is a pity that 
the accident had not occurred sooner. 
(This last remark is made that the ability 
of our new F. E . may be proven.) 

New Music Hall was dedicated last 
Wednesday night, by the rehearsal of the 
opera and panorama of "Bath One Hun­
dred Years Ago," given by the Buskin 
Club and Opera Combination Troupe. 
Our critic always did have a high regard 
for the old stick-in-the-muds of last cen­
tury, but if the performance was truth­
fully represented the condition of Front, 
Center and Central Middle streets (called 
then Jacob Low's village,) we fanve 
another instance of the beneficial changes 
of time and the thick veil which mantles 
the past. The picture of Front street 
represents the business street of that time 
to have been composed of one and a half 
and two-story buildings (!) hideous look­
ing, especially on the east side up to 
Broad street, and the whole street worse 
looking than Rag street, running past 
the paper mills at the west end to-day 
City Hall was an old shanty. Music Hall 
abominable! But the opera was fine. The 
new building is of marble and iron, 
seven stories high, and cost $750,000. 
It is a credit to Bath.

T I I K S H I P I JEOINS T O M O V E ! 

During the last week there has been 
much serious talk among our men of 
money with regard to a cotton mill. It has 
occurred in just the right place. Publicity 
is notdesired at present, but there have 
been two offers of sites for a mill, to be 
given when the company is formed. A 
prominent capitalist, not addicted io talk­
ing, states that lie will take stock, and be­
lieves $160,000 can be easily raised here at 
short notice. Another heavy capitalist says 
he is ready to take stock. Our capitalists 
have succeeded in attracting the attention 
of well known wealthy mill men else­
where to the project, and they are favor-
inn; the movement. Next -week exertions 
will be made to get a manufacturer to 
come to this city and interview leading 
men on the subject, As at a launching, 
the ship begins to move on the ways, 
slowly and scarcely perceptible at first, 
so it seems as if now the ship of "more 
trade" was sliding at last into the sea of 
commerce, May her sails be filled with 
a favorable breeze, and may the right 
officers be placed in command.

A N D H I S H E A D I N G S . 

The Orphans' Home, 
T H E P K O F C - 8 E D I N V E S T I G A T I O N , 

Press despatches yesterday stated:— 
"The order which passed the House pro 
viding for an investigation by the Mill 
lary Committee of the affairs of the Mili­
tary and Naval Orphan Asylum of Bath, 
with a view of closing up the institution 
was occasioned by information furnished 
Mr. Talbot which he gave the House, and 
which was to the effect that all the chil­
dren in the Asylum, but one, are not enti 
tied to the State's bounty within the 
meaning of the act incoporating the in 
stitution, as they are not the orphans of 
soldiers or seamen who were in the ser­
vice of the government during the rebel­
lion. Mr. Talbot stated that he gave 
this information on the authority of two 
reliable gentlemen living in Bath, one 
being a trustee of the institution, and the 
others a former trustee. It was also 
charged by these gentlemen th it the pres­
ent matron was incompetent." 

The Independent immediately sought 
Mr. C. A. Coombs but he was absent, 
and finding Mr. Geo. £ Morse, one of 
the trustees, was by him informed that 
the matter was not serious. The act of 
incoporation makes every child now in 
the House legally and justly an inmate, 
save one, and the investigators will find 
not only this to be true, but thnt Miss II. 
E. Prescott, the matron, is entirely com­
petent, and loved by the children, who 
respect and obey the lady in nil particu­
lars. 

Were the Home to be broken up, the 
children would be thrown as paupers 
upon state towns, and the state would be 
in the disagreeable position of one who 
does not keep promises made the dead.
