Sl'ONTANKOUS COMBUSTION RESULTS IN 
THIS DESTRUCTION OK $1500. 

PALATIAL HAM'S BLOCK ALMOST A TOTAL 
WRECK. 

Sunday afternoon a t about 4.15 o'clock 
our reporter was dozing in the sanctum, 
after his arduous labors i n selling Sunday 
papers, when the alarm of fire aroused 
him from his couch, and he descended the 
stairs and flew down Front street like a 
smalt hurricane. Ham's Block was ablaze 
and dense clouds of smoke filled the air. 
Within five minutes after the alarm, 
Steamer N o . 1 had water upon the fire, 
although N o . l ' s men, with the exception 
of three, were out of town. The fire 
originated in the attic, from the sun's rays 
through a western skylight upon a pile of 
rubbish. T h e (Ire gained rapid headway 
until the full force of the firo department 
was brought to bear, which was done 
within fifteen minutes after the alarm. As 
it happened to be high water tho steamers 
did excellent service, and the flames were 
kept well under control. As it was, how­
ever, there seemed to be lack, of most 
efficient organization in both the fire de­
partment and police service. 

Policeman Higgins evidently didn't un­
derstand his duty, as one of the firemen 
had to shove him decidedly forcibly into 
the building and tell him to attend to his 
work. 

Our reporter, who had just arrived on 
the scene, with aid of bystanders, mean­
while, had put in a place of safety rescued 
property, which, left in the street, might 
have been destroyed by the carriages or 
teams—a duty by the way which belonged 
entirely to the police (if Bath possesses a 
police.) 

The occupants of the building were :— 
first flat, J . C. Higgins, photographer, 
I I . Chandler, barber ; second flat, An­
drews sisters, seamstresses, and Prof. 
Rosenberg. The upper flat was unoccu­
pied. 

The total loss of occupants and owner 
may bo placed at $2,000. The insurance 
was $2,000 on building; private $ 1,000 ( J . 
C. Higgins.) 

Mrs . Savage, who resides on Wate r 
street, was the first to observe the fire and 
give the alarm. The first some of the oc­
cupants knew of the fire was when the 
crowd gathered before the building,
