John H. Grindell in Charge of In* 
•trumenUil Music at Morse 

ThU Year

JOHN H. GRINDELL 
Popular director of Iniitnimental music 

at Morse high school

W hen the  B oard of E ducation, in the  
S pring  of 1932, found itself unable  to 
c a rry  on certa in  sub jects a t  M orse 
h igh  school due to  econom ical reasons, 
the  study of in stru m en ta l m usic would 
have been cu t from  the  school cu rricu la  
bu t for th e  fa c t John  H. G rindell, d i­
recto r of th a t  course .since th e  F a ll of 
1930, volunteered  to continue, w ithou t 
pay. T h a t year and the  cm -rent year 
Mr. G rindell devoted m uch tim e to o r ­
chestra l work a t  th e  school.

For th e  p ast four years Mr. G rindell 
has sup>ervlsed an  orchestra  a t the 
school of betw een 25 and  35 in s tru ­
m ents and as B a th  people know, th is  
group has been alm ost indispensable 
to th e  social activ ities a t th a t  in s t itu ­
tion. He h as given freely of h is tim e 
to encourage th e  high school s tu d en ts  
in the  stu d y  of various instrum en ts.

T h a t Mr. G rin d rli is well qualified for 
the  ta sk  he h as  perform ed so fa ith fu lly  
and successfully since the  Fall of 1930, 
can hard ly  be denied. F o r the  p a st 15 
years he h as been affiliated  w ith o r­
ch es tras as a  vocation. He has founded 
and led orchestra.s since he w as 15 
years of age. He had the  d is tin c tio n  of 
d irec tin g  th e  first M aine o rch estra  to  
ever be h eard  on  the radio, th e  C olon­
ial Club dance band, nam ed a f te r  the  
organ ization  in th is city. T h a t in itia l 
rad io  b roadcast by a M aine group of 
m usicians was in the year 1925 over 
s ta tio n  W EEI, Bastón.

Mr. G rindell acquired his knowledge
