A «peclal town meeting held 

Friday evening at the Town Hall 
had its lively moments, and con­
siderable discussion was heard 
on several articles.

Article 2—to see if the Town

school building, but additional 
valuation was secured so that the 
plan could be abandoned.

Article 3—relative to securing 
legislation regarding the digging 
of clams, clam worms, sand 
worms and blood worms in Wis- 
casset flats, was dismissed.

Article 5—was taken up ahead 
of Article 4. This was to see if 
the town would rescind the vote 
taken at the annual town meet­
ing w hereby.it was it was voted 
to authorize the Superintending 
School committee to contract 
with the trustees of Wiscasset 
Academy for the tuition of 
scholars qualified to attend such 
school. The article was carried 
by a large majority.

Article 4— to see if the ^town 
would vote to rescind the vote 
taken at the annual meeting 
whereby the sum of $13,000 was 
appropr iated for tuitiotw was al^ 
so rescinded.

Article 6— being under consid­
eration it was voted to raise and 
appropriate the sum of 813,000 
for the operation of a free high 
school at the Wiscasset Academy 
building, under the superintend­
ence of the Superintending 
School committee, said sum to be 
used for teachers’ wages, janitor 
service, fuel, conveyance, text 
books and school supplies. This 
means the discontinuance of the 
Academy and the operation of a 
free high school.

WISCASSET ACADEMY 
TO BE HIGH SCHOOL

Townfolks So Vote At Sp«ci«l 
Meeting Friday 

Evening
Wiscasset residents at a special 

town meeting Friday night voted 
to establish a free high school in 
the town. This means that Wis­
casset Academy, which was orig­
inally incorporated almost 150 
years ago, 1809 to be exact, will 
cease to exist. The vote was 103 
to 47 in favor of the free high 
school.

The original academy existed 
for approximately 20 years and 
after a lapse of about 70 years, 
was reincorporated in 1899 and 
continued in the present town- 
owned building to the present 
time. There are about 90 pupils 
registered there now.

The town also voted to rescind 
$47,500 appropriation for street 

lighting voted at the May town 
meeting.
