TEASEL IS^OUND
IN REW YORK STATE

In  regard t<| an item in the Times) 
on Dec. 22 about teasel growing. P red ' 
May cf 73 Pifljp «treet has written the 
followtng: ■:

"It may ivierest you to know the 
teasel is growp in America as well as 
in England afkl Europe.

"Just west of Lake Cayuga in New 
York, state. Mfe may find quite a large 
acreage devotid to the cultivation oi 
this curious pHiot. This plant receives 
about the same cultivation as com. 
The brush-like heads arc gathered, 
graded and shipped to the woolen mills. 
This I believe is the fuller's teasel and 
is somewhat different from the wild 
teasel.

"Thf wild teassl may be found ir 
many of the states and possibly grows 
here in Maine. In Kentucky. Ohio ahd 
Missouri, it M considered a pest and 
is commonly called the Devil's Shaving 
Brush. 8-me farmers class the teasel 
as a tliistle.

"The tem of the mature plant is hol­
low and «'c as boys mcd it to make 
stems for our cob pipes, in which we 
smoked mullen or com silks."
