Pearson ge t s o n the war path there is 
not l ike ly t o be any m o n e y in their 
t rade . 

There h a v e b e e n h ints that s o m e 
hote l s would be obl iged to c lose their 
doors . This is not certain though the 
proprietors of s o m e of t h e m are not 
d e c i d e d as to the ir course . One or 
t w o houses wil l h a v e v e r y hard work 
t o g e t a long on a prdhibit ion basis . 
T h e proprietors of one h a v e been 
a n x i o u s for m a n y m o n t h s to ret ire 
from business but this is no t a good 
t i m e to sel l out . The proprietor of 
a n o t h e r ta lks of c los ing his d in ing 
r o o m as we l l as his bar and k e e p i n g 
s i m p l y a lodg ing house . There hits 
been m o r e than o n e day in t h e pas t 
year w h e n the h o t e l a c c o m m o d a t i o n s 
of t h e c i ty p r o v e d inadequate . W h a t 
the s t a t e of th ings n e x t year wil l be 
can on ly be i m a g i n e d . 

Of course this is g o i n g to h a v e a bad 
effect u p o n the who le sa l e business of 
t h e c i ty , but h o w ser ious ly i t w i l l b e 
affected c a n n o t be told. T h e o u t l o o k 
cer ta in ly is n o t a cheerful o n e . In 
return for this d e r a n g e m e n t of busi­
ness w h a t shal l w e get? 

T h e r e wil l be w h a t e v e r sat is fact ion 
can be der ived from s e e i n g a law of 
the Sta te enforced by a man w h o be­
l i eves i t a wise and uaeful o n e . H e 
will a t t e m p t to g e t all the good out of 
it h e th inks there is in i t . T h e n there 
wil l undoubted ly be another d e m o n ­
s trat ion of the use lessness of the Pro­
hibi tory law t o s top dr inking . There 
wil l fol low a react ion and the sale of 
liquor in 1903 wi l l be as open and d e ­
fiant as i t has b e e n for the last few 
years . We shal l a lso h a v e Uounty 
A t t o r n e y Libby po in t ing wi th pride to 
the record he" m a k e s during the re ­
m a i n d e r of hia t erm and eu log i s ing 
his o w n fai thfulness a s a publ i c ser­
v a n t . There is a lmos t a lways a h u ­
morous s ide t o ser ious m a t t e r s . 

S o m e day w e shal l h a v e a wiser 
s y s t e m of p r o m o t i n g t e m p e r a n c e and 
res tra in ing t h e sa le of i n t o x i c a t i n g 
dr inks than w e h a v e e v e r en joyed y e t 
It wil l be based u p o n c o m m o n sense 
and not u p o n g r e e d .

Death of Frank Jarvis Patten, In­
ventor of the Multiplex Tele­

graph. 

HIS LIFE BRIEFLY TOLD. 

Frank Jarvis Pat ten , inventor of 
t h e mul t ip l ex te legraph s y s t e m which 
was purchased by the Western U n i o n 
Te legraph Oo., and of the g y r o s c o p e , 
used o n ocean ves se l s for g i v i n g m e 
pos i t ion of the ves se l in mid o c e a n , 
d ied suddenly iu his r o o m s in N e w 
York City Monday n ight . Pat ten was 
born in Bath , 48 years a g o . H e was a 
graduate of W e s t Point Military Acad­
e m y and s e r v e d in the batt le of 
W o u n d e d K n e e wi th Gen . Ouster and 
in the batt le of Folorn H o p e as a l ieu­
tenant . H e w a s the on ly surv iv ing 
officer of that e n g a g e m e n t . 

I n boyhood L ieut . .Fatten w a s e d u ­
cated in G e r m a n y and returning in 
y o u n g m a n h o o d t o Bath , after a v a ­
cat ion at h o m e — H i s father was Oapt. 
Jarvis P a t t e n once U. S. C o m m i s ­
s ioner of N a v i g a t i o n , w h o at that 
t i m e o w n e d and res ided in the p r e s e n t 
parish house of Winter S tree t soc i e ty 
—entered Cornell Univers i ty . From 
co l l ege h e entered W e s t Point . 

Whi l e h o m e on l eave of absence 
from the A r m y in the W e s t , Lieut. 
Pat ten des igned the Alameda wi th its 
arching wal ls and roof. I t was an In­
n o v a t i o n in local archi tecture and at­
tracted m u c h a t tent ion . 

• W h e n " J a r v e " was a y o u t h just 
h o m e from G e r m a n y h e w a s a 
stranger in Bath and the o ther boys 
regarded h i m a t first s o m e w h a t wi th 
a w e as he bad s tudied abroad and was 
full of foreign not ions . 

Be ing a s tranger the pol ice didn't 
k n o w h im and one day whi l e "jHrve" 
was s i t t ing on the fence in front of his 
house , '"Fatty" Sprague , then„a pol ice 
terror of Bath , c a m e a long and or­
dered him off. " J a r v e " dec l ined and 
" F a t t y " tried to arrest h i m . " J a r v e " 
k n o c k e d h im d o w n and exp lanat ions 
fo l lowed. 

In addi t ion t o his i n v e n t i o n s in tel 
egraphy Lieut . P a t t e n had m a n y 
other plans and s c h e m e s At the 
t ime of his dea th he was try ing to 
h a v e in troduced in to the army his 
e lectr ic reg i s ter ing target 

Lieut. P a t t e n married Miss Hat t ie 
Besse , a d a u g h t e r of Copt . Wm. BOBS^, 
the whal ing sh ip owner of N e w Bud-
ford,whom the Lieutenant met on one 
of her v is i t s at the h o m e of Oapt. 
Ezek ie l D r u m m o n d , the Oaptai"'t> 
daughter , n o w Mrs. T e m p l e o ' Chi­
cago , be iug her friend. 

S o m e years ago Lieutenant P a t t e n 
resigned" from the army to d e v o t e 
h innel f to his i n v e n t i o n s in w h i c i 
wea l thy speculators were in teres ted . 

Bes ide his m o t h e r and wife, „ he 
leaveB three s i s ters , Mrs. Pbilbrick of 
Waterv i l l e and t h e Misses Annie and 
Kit t i e P a t t e n and brother Godie of 
W a s h i n g t o n .

The Brunswick Telegraph s a y s : 
"Mr. T h o m a s Penne l l Tuesday v o t e d 
for his n i n e t e e n t h Pres ident ." If he 
did not v o t e unt i l he was t w e n t y - o n e 
years of age he must be past n i n e t y -
s e v e n years of age . There is o n l y 
one man in our v i l lage past 90 years 
of a g e . J a m e s E v a n s , l i v ing on U n i o n 
s treet , was born Jan. 2, 1802. Mr. 
Penne l l was born in 1813 and became 
a v o t e r in 1834. A Pres ident ia l e l e c ­
t ion occurred in 1838 w h e n Martini 
V a n B u r e n w a s e l e c t e d Pres ident , 

There h a v e been but s i x t e e n P r e s i ­
dent ia l e l ec t ions s ince Gen. J a c k s o n ' s 
Presidential s econd term fwho w a s 
e l ec ted in 1832. There are o $ l y t h r e e , , 
m e n n o n l i v i n g in our v i l lage w h o ' 
were voters in 1832, v iz , J a m e s E v a n s , 
Benj . Lord, and T. S. McLel lan. Mrl 
E v a n s and Mr. Lord were up at the 
po l lB Tuesday . If Mr Penne l l has-
v o t e d for Pres ident u ine teen t i m e s he 
must h a v e v o t e d w h e n h e was e leven, 
years of a g e . 

At that e l ec t ion there were four 
Pres ident ia l candidates in the field, 
viz , Gen. Jackson , John Quincy Ad­
a m s , Henry Clay and W m . H. Craw­
ford. There w a s no cho ice by the 
peop le and Adams was e lec ted by 
Congress . Gen. Jackson rece ived the 
largest number of e lectoral v o t e s but 
Adam's and Clay's forces united in 
Congress and e lec ted Adams w h o a p ­
pointed Clay Secretary of State . T h e 
Democrats raised the cry of "Bargain 
and c o r r u p t i o n ! " and at the n e x t 

Pres ident ia l e l eot lon in 1825, Gen . 
Jackson w a s e lec ted Pres ident b y a n 
o v e r w h e l m i n g majority. 

At that t ime President ial e lec tors 
were chosen by Congress ional d i s ­
tricts and Cumberland district w a s 
the only district in N e w England that 
e l ec ted a Jackson e lector and for 
many years subsequent ly , Cumber­
land was k n o w n as the "Star In tbe 
Eas t ." 

No party l ines ex i s ted for a number 
of years after the adopt ion of the 
Const i tut ion and Gen. W a s h i n g t o n 
was e lec ted the first President by the 
unanimous vo ice of the p e o p l e . Dur­
ing bis second term party l ines were 
d i a w u . The leader of the D e m o ­
cratic party was T h o m a s Jefferson 
and the leaders of the Federal party 
were A lexander Hami l ton and T i m ­
othy P icker ing . The Federal party 
e x i s t e d under that n a m e till 1826 
w h e n they took the name of Federal 
Republ icans . In 1830 their n a m e w a s 
c h a n g e d to W h i g s . In 1852 the W h i g s 
and Free Sailors and Abolit ion par t i e s 
united under the n a m e of Repub l i ­
cans . S ince that date the t w o pol i t i ­
cal parties huve b e e n k n o w n as R e ­
publican and D e m o c r a t i c part ies .
