In This Worfd of Ours 

Briefly Reported 

Monday evening {lightning struok the 
farm buildings of Charles Eastman at 
Hillside.' Mr. Eastman lost one barn by 
fire as a result. 

Daring the nineteenth oentury 2 0 0 
ships, numberless lives and over $ 8 0 , 0 0 0 , -
0 0 0 were lo i t in futile efforts to reaoh 
the North Pole. 

More than 1 0 , 0 0 0 veterans of the Con­
federate army met Tuesday at the open­
ing session of the 18th annual reunion of 
United Confederate Veterans at New 
Orleans. 

Asher C. Hinds of Port land, olerk a t 
the speaker 's desk of the National House 
of Representatives, will build a fine sum-
ner home a t Ureal Chebeague Island this 
summer. 

The oondltion of Clarenoe A. Johnson, 
one of the firemen who was burned a t the 
reoent wharf fire a t Port land, and who is 
a t the Maine Eye and Ear infirmary, is 
said to be very serious and bu t l i t t le hope 
is held ou t for his recovery. 

A shooting.affray which resulted in the 
d e a t h of former Lieut. Gov. Cloy Lnob-
look, ooourred a t Thlbodeaux, La., Mon­
day. The shooting was done by James 
Qarault , a barber. Several witnesses say 
t h a t Garaul t shot in self defence. 

George A. Frenoh, aged about 88 years, 
hung { himself to a t ree in the grove a t 
West Pitch, Auburn, Sunday night. He 
was unmarried, and from le t te rs left i t 
would seem t h a t the man was tboronghly 
discouraged and disheartened. 

Thi r teen hundred slot gambling ma­
chines, valued a t abont 9125,000 were 
publloly burned Tuesday a t Philadelphia 
by order of the dlreotors of publlo safety. 
The machines were captured in raids 
oonduoted by the Law and Order Society 
and the polioe author i t ies . 

The ooroner's jury, Monday noon, ren­
dered a verdiot finding the Grand T r u n k { 
railway responsible for the acoident a t 
Detroit , Mich., the night of May 8, when 
a Grand Trunk t ra in ran Into a number 
of Polish excursionists from Toledo. 
NlnePo landers lost their lives. 

A west bound t ra in on the Washington 
County railroad struok Martin Redmond, 
while driving his meat^ oar t over the 
lower orosslng a t East Maohias, Tuesday. 
Mr. Redmond was thrown high into t he 
air and was seriously Injured. He was 
80 years old. His horse was instant ly 
killed. 

I t is though t t h a t Capt . A. D. MoLain, 
who was drowned in John ' s Bay a t Bris­
tol, last Saturday, suffered a shook\ and 
fell overboard. He had been a sailor and 
fisherman all his life and oould swim with 
ease. His ooat, the capsized skiff and an 
oar were found. Capt. MoLaln was 67 
years old. 

R. A. Jones, founder of the Jones & 
Laughlln steel works, the largest inde­
pendent plant In the United States, died 
suddenly Tuesday at P i t t sburg, Pa., from 
nervous prostrat ion, aged 79 . He was 
ohairman of the Republican national 
oommlttee during the Blaine-Cleveland 
campaign and was otherwise prominent 
in national politics. 

The Amerioan opera singer, Sibyl San­
derson, died of pneumonia in Paris last 
Saturday. The funeral took plaoe a t a 
Catholic church Monday and was largely 
a t tended by representat ives of t he theat­
rical and operatic world. The floral of­
ferings were so numerous t h a t the casket 
was buried in flowers and even the som­
bre hearse was transformed into a floral 
chariot. 

Irving Young of Seal Harbor aged 20 
years, committed eulcide by drinking acid 
on Saturday. Young was not considered 
very strong mentally, al though a faithful 
worker. He was disappointed in a love 
affair, and in the presenoe of the young 
lady who oheoked all his advances, he 
took his own life by dr inking sold which 
he found on the premises. The poison 
had been used for killing weeds. 

A t t h e celebration of Bishop McDon­
nell 's 25th anniversary or ordination to 
priesthood in Brooklyn, N. Y., Tuesday, 
t h e dignity of domestic pre la te to Pope 
Leo X I I I was formally conferred upon 
him. T h e new honor to Bishop Mo Don-
Dell makes him an assistant a t the Pon­
tifical throne and thereaf ter an immedi­
ate member of t he Pope's household. He 
is t he only bishop in the United States 
a t present who is an assis tant a t the 
Papal throne . 

Thomas Anderson, 36 years old, who 
had recently been released from prison 
where he had served a ten years ' term 
for burglary, went to the residenoe of his 
wife iu Brooklyn, N. Y., Monday, and af­
ter vainly endeavoring to get her to con­
sent to live wi th bim again, shot her in 
the abdomen, inflioting a probably mortal 
wound. Immediately after the shooting 
the polioe ar res ted Anderson and took 
him to the s ta t ion house where he was 
lookcfl in a cell. An hour later the pris­
oner was found dead. I t is supposed t h a t 
he took poison. 

Mrs. Carolyn Booth bay of Leeds and 
her twin sister, Mrs. Mary S tuar t of 
Hiram, will be 90 years of age iu June . 
They were born a t Old Orchard, J u n e 20, 
1818. Both are living in Maine a t the 
present t ime. Mrs. Boothbay is the 
widow of Wm. Boothbay of Leeds and 
resides a t the old Boothbay homestead. 
While in feeble health, her mind is as 
clear as in her young days. She is t he 
mother of th ree ohlldren. Mrs. S tua r t is 
the widow of J e r r y S t u a r t of Hiram, and 
resides with her daughter in t ha t town. 
She is the mother of twelve ohlldren and 
like her sister, she is In feeble heal th but 
oan relate her early life and tell many In­
teres t ing stories, which shows she re ta ins 
a clear mind.

CITY SOLICITOR'S LETTER 

Regarding Bull Bridge Matter. 

Bath, Me., May 18, 1908. 
Major S. W. Roessler, U. S. Corps of 

Engineers, Portland, Me., 
Dear Si r :—ID reply to your le t ter of re­

oent date to Mayor Hyde, t he aotlng 
mayor, in his absence, and the board of 
aldermen, beg leave to make the follow­
ing suggestions concerning your report 
in the mat te r of Bull Rook bridge, a copy 
of which was enclosed to t he mayor. 

l a regard to your first recommendat ion 
we wish to say tha t we main ta in our 
former position in the case and see no 
reason why the war depar tment should 
compel us t o replaoe Bull Rook bridge 
with another a t any point. 

We aoobpt the s t a t ement of New Mead­
ows Steamboat Co., t h a t t he present 
bridge is a deolded obstruot lon to navi­
gation and t h i n k it should be removed 
unconditionally. 

We therefore hear t i ly endorse your rec­
ommendation, deeming it to be j u s t to all 
concerned. 

Should the same be acted upon favor­
ably the ma t t e r of a new bridge would 
then res t ent i rely in the hands of t h e 
part ies interested, who would be in a po­
sition to do what they deem best, having 
obtained permission from the war de­
par tment . 

Should the city of Bath and the towns 
of Brunswiok and West Bath fall to agree, 
and the building of a new bridge be 
neglected the legislature of Maine oan, 
and doubtless will make auoh enaotment 
as it deems r ight and proper. 

We herewith enclose oopy of t h e bill 
enacted a t the recent session of the legis­
la ture in relation to the building of a new 
bridge above the present si te. You will 
see tha t the enclosed bill permits the use 
of materials now in the old bridge, in the 
construction of the new one.

"John SullivaD, .who will soon go to 
England to mee t Jaok Palmer - a t the 
swell National 'Sport ing Club for the mid­
dleweight championship of England, has 
met defeat only once, and as he wiped 
out tha t by winning from the man who 
bad defeated him, his record is wonder­
ful. He is very clever as a boxer bu t not 
a hard hi t ter . He w a B developed a t the 
B. A. A. tournaments and has me t some 
of the fastest professionals, inoluding J im 
Guider and Andy Walsh, and proved a 
winner. 

His twin brother , Michael, who looks so 
much like him t h a t i t is difficult t o tell

Is Largest River Steamboat in the 
World. 

In these days of 20,000 ton ooean 
steamers, it seems fitting , tha t the oldest 
s teamboat line on the/ Hudson river 
should signalize the opening years of the 
twent ie th oentury by construct ing the 
largest river steamboat in the world, to 
meet the increasing demands of travel on 
the People's Evening Line. 

The new steel steamer, C. WMorse, now 
under construction at the Har lan & Hol-
Ungsworth Plant of the U. S. Shipbuild­
ing Co., a t Wilmington, Del., while olosely 
following the lines of the Adirondack, 
will be considerably larger, her dlmen-

tIons being as follows: Length lover all, 
SO feet; breadth over guards 96 feet. 

The hull will be const ructed of mild 
steel, with a steel and iron deok house up 
to the saloon deok, an ent i rely new feat­
u re on the Hudson r iver s teamers . There 
will be three full s ta te room decks above 
the main deok, and the a r rangement of 
room is also a new depar tu re in this olass 
of boatB, all the rooms having outside 
ventilation, doing away as far as possible 
with tha t "bugbear" of the regular t rav­
eler, t he " inside" room. 

The motive power will consist of a 
regulation beam engine, s team being fur­
nished by four steel boilers, developing 
about 4,500 horse power, the feathering 
paddle wheels being enclosed - in the 
joiner work similar to the Adirondack 
and other modern s teamers . 

The interior finish in the saloons, gal­
leries and s taterooms will be similar to 
the Adirondack, in the Louis X V I style, 
in white and gold, and will be a marvel 
of elegance and art ist io beauty. The 
main deck dining room will seat 300 peo­
ple without crowding, and the number of 
staterooms will exoeed t h a t of any steam­
boat all >at, there being 450 exclusive of 
those assigned to the officers and crew. 

The C. W. Morse will be completed in 
t ime to be placed in service on the open­
ing of navigation In the spring of 1904
