pretty pietnre as we pais by .the many 
windows filled with ell the Roods that 
this season brings forth. 

Many of the farmers are very busy 
with their hay crop, and have not been 
to market this Week. Nearly every day 
hay has been brought to this market, bat 
only a few loads at a time. | 1 4 a ton is 
the regular price now on this artiole and 
It Is steadily growing higher. The new 
orop will control the prioe on old hay, for 
If the amount Is more than expected, 
that will keep the prioe down, but if the 
orop Is short, up goes the prioe of old hay. 
The heavy rains that oame late in the 
spring did wonders far the grass, and in 
nearly every field a neW orop started 
whioh has grown fast and Is now ready to 
be out. This Is excellent weather for the 
making of hay and a large majority of the 
farmers will take advantage of this warm 
spell. From reports from other seotions 
of the state the hay orop is turning out 
fairly well considering the long dry spell 
and the almost hopeless condition of the 
grass. Large quantities of baled bay are 
shipped to Boston from this section o" 
the state, and nearly every trip tfiV, bi 
carries several hundred bales. This I 
shows that bay in Boston Is scarce and 7 is 
bringing a good price. ^ A 

Eggs are still going up and are retailing 
for 22 and 84 oents a dozen. The supply 
is very short Indeed and some dealers are 
now using Western eggs to fill their or 
dera. Conditions like this have never 
been known so early in the season before, 
but the demand is very great at the sea­
shore and In the country where the sum 
mer people abound. The farmer oannot 
be blamed for selling bis eggs right at his 
own door and getting a few cents more 
for them than he would by bringing them 
to this city, but for all this the markets 
patronize the farmer during the winter 
and In fact whenever he brings In a load 
and It is no more than fair that the 
farmer should let the markets have his 
goods the entire season. The farmer and 
the grocer should have some understand­
ing and take the entire supply for a year 
at a normal figure. In some cases this 
plan is oarried out, and as far as oan be 
ascertained it is found to be satisfactory 
to both parties. 

Old potatoes are practically out of the 
game now, and what few there are in the 
market today have been there some time, 
none are brought in now. The new po­
tatoes are now selling for 45 and 50 oents 
a peok. The quality is extra this season 
and nearly the entire crop have been 
very dry and fine grained. This fact will 
be weloomed by the public as the ma­
jority of the potatoes have been rather 
poor for a number of seasons. This fact 
oannot be accounted for, but it has been 
suggested that it is due to the fertilizer 
whioh is used by the farmers. Very few 
people know the ingredients used In the 
process of making and use any that i s 
recommended to them. Some are fortu 
nate enough to know what kind to use, 
and others have a formula of their own 
whioh they send to the mills and have 
prepared. We find as a rule that the po-

Haddock and hake are selling for 9 
oents a pound. Lobsters are 20 oents a 
pound, but nearly everyone got their fill 
of this delioiohs fish last week and the 
sale has been very small since the Fonrth. 

The farmers report all their crops to be 
in good condition, and are in hopes to 
supply this city with the best assortment 
of vegetables that has been seen in this 
seotlon.

SECT1CIDES. 

Arseolcal and Non-Arsenfcal Poi­
sons. 

Paris green is tbe standard poison con­
taining arsenic There are many brands 
in the market, none of wbleb according 
to oar experience are defiolentln arsenic. 
As some brands contain nneombined 
ersenlons acid, freshly slacked lime 
should always be applied with tbe Paris 
green •unless it is used with Bordeaux 
mixture. Arsenate of lead Is more ex 
pensive tban Paris green bnt adheres bet­
ter to foliage. Four pounds of arsenate 
of lead carries about the same amount of 
arsenic as one pound of Paris green. 

Fnll directions for using Paris green 
and arsenate of lead for potatoes or or 
ohardi will be sent upon application to 
the station. 

There are a number of insecticides on 
the market, such as Black Deatb, Dead 
Shot, English Bag Compound.Hammond's 
SlU4 Shot, Kno-bug and Quick Death that 
depend upon arsenic for their value as 
insecticides. These consist chiefly of 
Paris green (2 to 4 per cent.) mixed 
with piaster, coal dust, or some other 
"filler" and for practical purposes may be 
regarded as badly adulterated Paris green. 
Their cost per pound is considerably less 
than that of a pure Paris green but the 
poison they carry costs tbe consumer 
from 5 to 10 times as much as it would if 
he were to buy a good green and mix it 
with tbe inert materials. While these 
goods are seldom labelled "Poison" thejr 
are, nevertheless, poisonous and should 
be handle J as carefully las Paris green and 
kept ont of the way of children and ani­
mals. 

Bug Death is tbe only poison in at all 
common use which does not carry arsenic. 
I t consists chietly of oxide of zinc. It re­
quires from 35 to 50 pounds of Bug Deatb 
to do the work of one ponnd of Paris green 
Its cost per pound is about one-third that 
of Paris green. 

Bulletin 87 of tbe Main Experiment 
Station, which discusses these insecticides 
at considerable length, will be sent free to 
any resident of Maine on application.

great study, and the student is tbe one 
who is the suooessful farmer. 

No new potatoes have been reported 
from this vicinity, hut if this warm spell 
continues the orop will ripeu very quickly 
and the citizen of Bath will soon be able 
to purohase native potatoes 

Tomatoes remain at the same price of 
13 cents a pound. The storekeepers 
claim that the sale of this article so far 
this year greatly exceeds last year's sales, 

Native strawberries are now selling 
for 20 cents a box. The berries are very 
large and well ripened. Tbe quantity is 
small compared with last year's pick, but 
the marketmen oan get enough to supply 
their trade. 

All the markets have a good supply of 
beans, both tbe wax and pole beans 
They are selling for 10 oents a quart. 
This price is quite high but when the 
publiooan buy goods long before their 
season, the cost of obtaining them is very 
great. 

Lettuce, both curly and head lettuce, 
sells at 10 cents. This price is the same 
thnughout the entire year. 

It is certainly a great treat to have 
green stuff right from the ground in the 
dead of winter at tbe same price as we 
oan obtain it in the summer. Then comes 
the fine cukes, which we have the year 
round, now the price is six ceuts apiece 
and constantly getting less, as many of 
the farmers will soon have a good supply 
of this tempting vegetable, and tbe price 
will be in the reach of everyone. Green 
peaa are steadily coming in, and are also 
gaining in size. They retail for 55 cents 
a peck. Many of tbe grocers received 
more for their peas last week as the 
supply fell off a little, but they all bad 
enough to supply their trade. In another 
week tbe price will drop a great deal as 
this weather Is suitable for tbe growth of 
peas, and the farmers all claim that their 
vines are doing wonders now. If noth­
ing more shows up to damage them, the 
outlook for a large crop is exoelient. 

A few fowl and chickens are brought in 
nearly every day, but the price keeps up 
to that high figure of 22 and 24 cents for 
chickens and 18 and 20' cents for fowl 
The time is now approaching when we 
should have the birds more plentiful 
and many anxious customers are heard 
to ask the reason why. We certainly 
should have them as all tbe farmers have 
made plans to increase their Hocks and 
have more for tbe markets this year tban 
last. 

Tbe same kinds of berries are in tbe 
market that we reported last week and 
tbe prices are tbe same. 

The fish markets are now showing a 
fine line of Small Point mackerel which 
they retail at two pounds for 25 cents . 
Tne fish eaters have been wishing for 
this favorite fish to visit this coast for a 
long time and now their dream bas been 
realized as the markets nave a good sup-
