Pau l D. Sargent of Machias , 
Maine's s tate h i g h w a y commiss ioner , 
has mapped out a plan of act ion for 
the next two years and of it he says : 

"My idea is first to arouse the pub­
lic opinion to the pitch where the 
people wil l demand good roads. To 
do this I plan to v is i t a great m a n y 
of the t o w n s and c i t ies of the s ta te 
and ta lk wi th some of the l ead ing 
men s o that they wi l l see w h a t I a m 
trying to do and at the same t ime 
I wi l l get their ideas on the mat ter 
and wi l l be able to g ive them some 
myself . I wi l l w a n t to meet some 20 
or 30 of the l ead ing men, merchants , 
lawyers and manufacturers , and get 
them interes ted and t h e n they wi l l 
get the rest of the people interested 
and in th i s way we shal l get the peo­
ple to demand good roads. 

I be l ieve that a grea t deal de­
pends upon the newspapers of the 
state as wi th their he lp I shal l be 
able to ge t the publ ic aroused much 
more quickly and shal l be able to do 
the work a great deal better . I 
recognize that it wi l l be imposs ible 
for me to personal ly v is i t every town 
in the state but I w a n t to vis i t as 
many of th e m as I can and th i s wil l 
be the first work that I wil l d o . " 

He then said that h e p lanned to 
make a trip or t w o to Massachuset t s 
where they have been do ing th i s 
work for a number of years under 
the direct ion of a s tate h i g h w a y com­
miss ioner , as he t h o u g h t that a trip 
to that s tate would result in his ob 
ta in ing a great deal of k n o w l e d g e 
which wou ld be of va lue . "We m u s t 
have public opinion first," said Mr 
Sargent , "and then we can do some 
really good work and it i s the news­
papers that m u s t make it for us . : 
plan t o es tabl i sh a sort of press bu 
reau at my office w h e n I ge t set t led 
and send out t o the newspapers of 
the state about a c o l u m n for t h e m to 
publish once a w e e k or once in t w o 
w e e k s , and I shal l endeavor to h a v e 
this stuff of such a na ture that it wi l l 
be interest ing reading ." 

He declared that h e hardly k n e w 
what were to be the dut ies of h i s of 
flee as he is the first m a n to ho ld the 
place, it hav ing been jus t es tabl i shed 
by the leg i s la ture . In reply to 
quest ion as to w h a t part h e would 
have in the mat ter of s tate roads 
which some of the t o w n s are now 
bui lding, he said that he did not 
know as yet for so far the work ha 
been in the hands of the county com 
miss ioners but that he t h o u g h t prob 
ably that for this year at l east he 
would s imply work wi th the commis­
s ioners and that perhaps later it 
would be till turned over to the 
commiss ioner . Mr. Sargent said 
that now there were probably 1G dif­
ferent plans in do ing the work, one 
for each board of county commis­
s ioners , and that if. would be his aim 
to get (he thing down to a common 
plan all over the state . 

Asked w h a t he thought w a s the 
fundamenta l w e a k n e s s of the Maine ' 
roads today he said one word would 
cover it and that word was "drain­
age ." 

"The roads or Maine are not prop­
erly drained," said Mr. Sargent , 
"and that is what makes the mud. 
It is the th ing that m u s t he s tudied 
and improvement made in each year. 
The way the most of the country 
roads are fixed now is for the m e n 
,to go a long and scrape the mud in 
the gut ters up into the middle of the 
road and level it off. It m a k e s a 
pretty road but in a short t ime it 
c o m m e n c e s to turn to dust and then 
a part of it b lows off and then the 
fa l l ra ins come and it is all w a s h e d 
back into the di tches from w h e n c e 
it came and the next spring the road 
commiss ioner conies around and 
scrapes it up again and so he goes on 
year after year, handl ing the same 
mud with no permanent improve­
ment . Now if they will put gravel 
on that road and fix the drainage a 
l i t t le they will have a road that wil l 
be permanent . It is too much to ex­
pect the smal l country towns to do 
any macadamiz ing at a cost of from 
$ 3 , 0 0 0 to $5 ,000 a mile but they can 
in most instances at least put on a 
ht t lo sand at about the si .me cost as 
they can scrape the mud up from 
the ditch and then have a permanent 
improvement ." 

Mr. Sargent is a y o u n g man, a 
graduate of the Universi ty of Maine 
in the c lass of ISO'j and s ince that 
t i n e he has been aa eng ineer on the 
W a s h i n g t o n County railroad, for the 
the past two years hav ing charge of 
ail their bui ld ing and he h a s a lso 
done some h ighway Duilding.
