Few towns on the Maine coast 
possess more interesting spots than 

j Harpswell and the old town is rich 
in weird legends of the early days-

Nature seems to have spared no 
pains in making this town an ideal 
spot for summer residence, espec­
ially attractive to the| lover of the 
sea. Here, in the midst of the ocean, 
on the hottest summer days there is 
a cooling and refvehing breeze which 
makes no day too warm to be 
able, and the neck and islands are 
alike sought by the pleasure seeker, 
and during the summer season the 
whole town is alive with activity, as 
a college town, during school year. 

There are three hotels at South 
Harpswell , the Merriconeag, Ocean 
View house and the Hotel Germania 
as wel l as many boarding houses, 
private homes and scores of cottages 
which lend their respective attrac­
tions and offer accommodations to 
summer visitors. At Orr's Island 
are the Merritt house; the Mascott 
Hotel; and at Bailey Island the 
Ocean View house, all large and well 
appointed hotels. 

Harpswell is a place of more than 
historic interest for here is the place 
where Rev. Elijah Kel logg preached 
fifty-six years and had a church built 
for him in 1843, opposite the old 
Congregational church at the center. 
Much of his time was given in writ­
ing the books, among which were the 
Elm Island, the Pleasant . Cove, 
Whispering Pine, Good Old Times, 
and Forest Glen series. The old 
church built in 1757 or 'S where Mr.

It was here at this point that 
Mercy Stover the so called Witch of 
Harpswell lived who was denied a 
Christian burial in the old burying 
yard back of the church by men and 
women in the neighborhood, after 
her aged husband and niece had car­
ried the bier upon which rested the 
rude coffin for two miles and would 
have had to have left the body to be 
thrown into the Devil's den, a place 
near her home where the waves 
dashed in and out among the rocks, I 
but for the pleadings of a woman 
whose life she once saved and Par-
sou Eaton, who prayed that for all 
her goodness she be laid at rest be­
side her loved ones. 

Across the Bay is Orr's Island 
where the steamers Aucocisco and 
Sebascodegan came down from Port­
land four t imes a day during the 
summer months. This place has been 
made historic by the author of l*n-
cle Tom's Cabin in her famous and 
beautiful story the Pearl of Orr's Is­
land. 

At Bailey Island is the birthplace 
of Rev. John C. Perry, who was for

Acting as deputies under Sheriff 
Ballou, Ex-City Marshal Thomas F. 
Reynolds, Ex-Captain of Police, 
Peter Gaudreau and Ex-Day Officer 
Thomas J. Lundrigan in company 
with the sheriff and Deputy Atkin­
son of Topsham called at the Grand 
View Hotel on the banks of New 
Meadows river last Sunday morning.

Schoppe the proprietor is now under 
$ 1,200 bonds for his appearance at 
the August term of court. 

Their visit was unexpected and as 
the officers had a plan of the premi­
ses they were able to go at once to 
the place where liquor was being 
sold. It was in the northwest room 
of the basement. There they found

about seven men drinking beer 
served by a bartender who promptly 
skipped out. Schoppe was present. 
The first thing former Marshal Rey­
nolds did was to capture a long 
necker of whiskey which was in 
plain s ight near the bar. Seven bot­
tles of Trivoli beer which is said to 
be intoxicating were also seized and 
Mr. Schoppe was ordered to appear 
in the Municipal Court Monday 
morning. 

In a grove near the house the 
party found s ix barrels of empty 
beer bottles of the Tivoll stamp and 
an empty jug. 

Monday morning Schoppe was ar­
raigned on a search and seizure war­
rant, for being a common seller of 
intoxicating liquors and also main­
taining a common nuisance. He 
pleaded not guilty to the first and 
waived hearing on the last two 
charges. On the first, Judge Staples 
found him guilty and imposed a fine 
of $100 and costs and sixty days in 
jail, and in default of payment of 
fine, sixty days additional. The 
Court found probable cause in the 
other two cases and in each Shoppee 
was ordered to recognize in the sum 
of $500.

Steamship company pro­

poses to place on the line between 
Augusta and Bath next season 
to connect with the Boston 
steamers will be 160 feet in length, 
3 5 feet longer than the Delia 
Collins, which piles between Augus­
ta and G a r d i r a y and will probably 
be propelled A a stern wheel , the 
same as the Al l ins . She will draw 
about six feet of water, so there wil l 
be no difficulty - in passing over the 
shoal spots in the river at the lowest 
stages of the water. It is expected 
that the hull will be steel and the 
speed of the craft will be twelve 
knots an hour. It is designed that 
her freight-carrying capacity will be 
large. Several staterooms will be 
provided, and it is the intention to 
serve breakfast on the boat for the 
convenience of up-river passengers 
who will be obliged to leave the big 
steamers at Bath in the morning. 
This new boat can stop at all the 
steamboat stations on the river, in­
cluding Richmond, which is now 
sometimes left out because of shoal 
water in the western channel. With 
this steamer Augusta will become 
the head of navigation for the Bos­
ton line, whereas Gardiner, where 
the big steamers stop, is now practi­
cally the head.

Eggs are in good demand at 19 
cents a dozen. 

Old potatoes are sel l ing for 30 
cents a bushel while the new pota­
toes cost $1.75 a barrel. 

Cabbages cost $1.25 a crate for 
this year's raising. 

Beets are sel l ing for 4 cents a 
bunch. 

Radishes cost 3 cents a bunch. 
Cucumbers are selling for 5 and 6 

cents each. 

THE LOBSTER'S VACATION. 

The Much Sou»li( Shell Fish Now 
Sheds Winter Clothing. 

Maine lobs termen will have a loaf­
ing spell for the next few weeks , 
while the lobsters bave the i r a n n u a l 
vacat ion. About th is time of the 
year lobs ters sited the i r shells , and 
while thus engaged they are hard to 
catch, as they creep under the rocks 
and other places tha t afford a hiding 
place and stay there unt i l the new 
shell h a r d e n s sufficiently for them to 
come out. 

"The lobster is perhaps the most 
peculiar fish that is in the water," 
said a lobster dealer , "and even the 
men engaged in catching them do 
not know them thoroughly. 

When the lobster sheds his shel l 
which he does once a year he hides 
himself unde r some obs t ruc t ion 
where he Is free from his brother 
fish and the fishermen. The old shell 
breaks up a long the seam that will 
be not iced runn ing the length of his 
back and disclosed a new shell which 
has been formed unde rnea th and 
which Is very soft though very 
tough. The shells which cover his 
claws break in another manner. Tha 
claw shrinks up to almost one-half 
its regular size showing the same 

r 

new shell undernea th and this new 
shell g radua l ly appears and takes 
the place of the old one. 

"The lobster stays in hiding unt i l 
his new covering has become hard 
which takes place in a sho r t t ime for 
the reason that were he to appear 
out in his soft shell he would be eat­
en up by h is brother lobs ters and by 
the large ground fish. When the 

F 

lobster is in this, condition he is what, 
is known as the black lobster and 
when they are considered the best: 
t h a t is procurable . 

"Many t imes the lobster is caught 
before he has a chance to hide h im­
self on the apprtuu-h of his shedd ing 
and in many cases (hey are landed 
to the dea le rs as soft lobsters . They 
a r e not wor th as much in the marke t 
as the hard shelled ones as they will 
not s t and shipment and are more or 
less s h r u n k , bin the meat is jus t as 
sweet and good as in the h a r d 
shelled" lobster. 

"Most of them shed early in the 
season a l though there a re soft 
shel led ones on the market way u p 
to the cold weather . They will shed 
ea r l i e r in shal low water than they 
will where the water is deep. Be-
sids the shedding or the shell the re 
are a great many other peculiar 
charac ter i s t ics of the lobster t ha t 
would go to m a k e up an in teres t ing 
s tudy . The lobsters are quite often 
received with a claw and somet imes 
two claws miss ing. These claws 
can l i terally t h r o w n off by the fish 
whenever he wishes it on get t ing it 
caugh t in any obstacle from which 
he would free himself. In t ime this 
claw will grow back again and tha t 
accounts also for the lobster being 
somet imes c a u g h t wi th a shor t claw. 
, "An invest igat ion of the claws 

will show on each one character is t ic 
m a r k s tha t are t h e same on each 
claw but which is different from the 
m a r k s seen on ano the r lobster . 
These m i r k s rese*mble le t ters very 
closely and a r e called ihe lobsiers 
names !>:• the fishermen. There is not 
a doubt Inn what if there was a claw 
dropped off a lobs ter in a barrel and 
one wanted to t race it to where if be­
longed u^i t he would be able to by 
the coriv: ponding mavks.
