The heavy explosions resulting 
from t h e blasting on the site of the 
new government fortifications at 
Popham this week are, to the cot­
tagers a n d residents at this popular 
resort a t the mouth of the Kennebec, 
simply a forerunner of what will be 
a regular thing when once the bat­
tery is completed and the gun prac­
tice of t h e troops stationed there 
commences. 

The construction of a land battery 
there to protect the mouth of the 
Kennebec, has long been considered 
by the W a r Department and the lack 
of coast defences, made so very evi­
dent dur ing the late unpleasantness 
with Spain, gave an impetus to the 
carrying out of the plan which has 
resulted in the extensive operations 
now underway there. 

The mouth of the Kennebec has

j these cars must be carried consider-
I able power is necessary. This is 
furnished by wire cables connected 
with two engines, one of which is lo­
cated at the summit and the other 
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on a small plateau about half way up 
the hill. Near the house of the lat­
ter is a turn out and switch so that 
cars can be sent directly to the sum­
mit, by throwing the wire connec­
tion or can be sidetracked there and 
their cargoes discharged. It is an 
interesting sight to watch the cars in 
operation and the railway from the 
pier to the summit of the hill is 
about 1500 feet long. 

In building this battery every pre­
caution is being taken to so con­
struct it as to make it practically 
out of sight of an enemy and the en­
tire structure which will be of stone 
and masonry will be beneath the line 
of the surrounding country. At the 
present time, the first emplacement 
is being constructed. Here will be 
beside the guns a storage, service 
and engine rooms and it is under­
stood that the guns placed here will 
be of the disappearing type and can 
be raised to a point just above the 
ground level, fired and then dropped 
back out of sight again.

O n e of the first p i e c e s of work ' 
commenced was the const m e t ion of 
a suitable pier at which the supplies, 
could be landed and tarried to the 
lull. A spot in At kin's bay w a s 
chosen and here the thump, thump, 
thump of the pile driver can be 
heard these summer days as it sends 
the big spruce sticks, down into the 
black mud which has been undis­
turbed for a g e s except by the tide 
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and the digger of clams. This pier 
when completed will be 550 feet in 
length with a wharf at its outer end 
which will measure 25 by 100 feet. 
Off this wharf at low tide there are 
about eight f e e t of water and as old 
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ocean rises a n d falls ten feet here, 
there will be 18 feet at high tide. 

The long pier is 14 feet in width, 
of which 5 ^ feet are taken up by 
the railway which la being completed 
and over w h i c h cars will run carry­
ing materials and supplies from tide 
water to the n e w battery. This track 
is built of s tee l rails and a part of 
the road is already in operation. The
