Address by Rev r George C. De-
Mott Wednesday Afternoon,

His Subject, "Some Men Who Are 
Making Money—And Some­

thing Else." 

On Wednesday afternoon the 
Fortnightly .-ladies and gentlemen 
friends had the extreme pleasure of 
listening to a most interesting lec­
ture by Rev. George C. DeMott of 
the, Central Congregational church 
on "Some Men Who Are Making 
Money—and Something Else." 

In opening his remarks Mr. De­
Mott spoke in a strong, appreciative 
manner of the work which has been 
accomplished by' the Fortnlghtly 
club and its opportunities for the 
future. He termed this educational 
and social organization as *'an oasis 
in a great Sahara." 

The speaker then took up the 
i 

great question of capital and labor 
and pictured clearly in a most op­
timistic l ight how the old, bitter, 

i 

feudal conditions of conducting busi­
ness are passing away and in thefr 
stead are methods democratic and 
ethically beautiful. 

In treating this subject of the la­
bor problem Mr. DeMott emphasized 
the fact that the. large, successful 
business firms of the world are 
beginning to practice .the square 
deal. They are making their em­
ployes partners of success. The de­
sire to do good has come with the 
commercial age and man has come 
to realize that he may, if he will, 
make other people happy. 

Several excursions were then 
made into the vast and mysterious 
realms of industry and as an exam­
ple of firms practicing the square 
deal the Cash Register company of 
Dayton, Ohio, was first taken up. 
Here a vast effort has been made 
for the betterment of the condition 
of the employes and they are allowed 
to share the success of their' em­
ployers, having all possible advant­
ages both physically and socially 
which man could desire.' A notable 
feature called to the attention of the 
audience was the fact t h a t at one 
time a s t r ike was s ta r ted , but it was 
soon proved that the employes of 
I lie firm es teemed too highly their 
eapiain of indus t ry and the s t r ike 
was impossible to be carr ied out . 

A second firm ment ioned which 
acts as a pioneer to change the in­
dustrial condi t ions was the Colorado 
Fuel and I ron company with head­
quar te rs at. Denver, Colorado. The 
almost, a s t o u n d i n g be t t e rmen t of the 
mining camps were vividly shown. 
Hero every effort has been t r ied lo 
make the ha rd work of the miner 
I C S R so. and the indusrr ial bet ter­
ment has won the respect and ad-
miraiion of all s tuden i s of sociol­
ogy. 

Port Sunl ight , ne;; r Liverpool, 
one of the mosi. impor tan t soap 
manufactor ies in Kn gland was 
spoken of a t some length and es-
p-,'cial men t ion made of the realiza-
lion of the necessity of the factories 
present ing an att ractlve exter ior 

'appearance as well as inter ior . Tha t 
i lie g a r d e n i n g features adopted by 
i he large firms at i lie present day 
a hi wonderful ly in the indust r ia l 
l i . ' i terment was clearly brought out, 

Mr. DeMott then showed by illus­
t ra t ions how th i s beii.ermenl. of con­
di t ions is by no means confined to 
any one company, or to any special 
industry, even the depa r tmen t s tores 
have adopted the methods of bet ter­
ment. Nei ther do the firms combine 
ph i lan throphy with adver t i s ing as 
was proved in one instance by a 
personal letter from J o h n Wana-
maker in which he s ta ted in most 
decided terms t h a t this indus t r ia l 
be t t e rmen t was by no means an ad­
ver t i s ing scheme and for tha t reason 
he cared to go into no deta i ls*con-

i 

cerning t he methods used by the 
firm. 

In no way do the firms consider 
the methods as charity work , but 
rather a new development of life to 
do justice with those in their em­
ploy. The captains of industry are 
coming to realize that it is their 
duty to raise as large as possible the 
people in their employ and "not un­
til ennobling influences a re aroused 
does the real progress of the race 
begin.'' The business man of fifty 
years ago differs from the man of 
today, because at the present time 
the value of industrial democracy is 
realized and the, heads of the.great 
firms gain and retain their success 
by methods bjf justice rather than
