Cards are  to be used by Bath  g ro ­

cers in the sale of sugar.
“These cards  will be issued by the  

city c le rk ” said  Mr, F rye  “ who will 
have access to the books of th e  asses- 
iiors and will know ju s t  how many 
pe rsons  in each fam ily  is en ti t led  
to  su ga r  fo r every 30 days. The a l­
lo tm en t  is th ree  pounds  p e r  m on th  
p e r  person. Any irrocer hav ing  a  
supply of sug a r  in stock will honor 
the card  by allowing its  h o ld e r  to 
p u rch a se  his p ropor t iona te  share  
w h e the r  a custom er o r  not. T he  pur-  
cha'ser will no longer feel t h a t  she 
is obliged to t r ad e  only  w ith  h e r  
reg u la r  dea le r  in ob ta in ing  h e r  a l­
lo tm en t  of sugar  fo r  if  he is o u t  she 
can go with h e r  ca rd  to any  o th e r  
d e a le r  and obtain he r  supply, and 
und er  th e  new ru le s  he w on’t  refuse  
¡to sell to h e r  if he has  a  s tock on 
h an d  and she h a s  no t  used up he r  
a llo tm ent.  I t  is th e  only fa i r  way 
iof reg u la t in g  th e  t r a d e  and  p re ­
ven ting  ho ard ing .”

Mr. F rye  w an ts  i t  unders tood  th a t  
householders  will be limited  th is  
^ e a r  to only 25 po un ds  of su g a r  for 
canning  purposes. P rev ious  to  the 
subm arine  ra ids  of a few weeks ago 
they  were allowed a m aximum of 75 
p ounds  for canning  purposes  b u t  in

“ I wag in th e  t r en ches  ten  days 
and  n igh ts .  W e h ad  p re t ty  good 
w ea the r  while  there .  T h e re  is some 
th u n d e r  when they  s t a r t  sending  
those b ig  she l ls  over. T he  -Huns 
d id n ’t  send over any gas while we 
were there .  W e d o n ’t ge t  much  sleep 
bu t  have p len ty  to  e a t  and  have hot 
coffee a t  m idnigh t .

“ We gave th em  m o re  th a n  they  
expected one m o rn in g  a t  daybreak .  
T h ere  cer ta in ly  w as som e noise when 
we s t a r t e d  to send over th e  bom ­
b ardm en t.  W e w en t over th e  top 
an d  got a  few H uns an d  th e n  came 
back. W e had  p re t ty  g^ood luck  in 
th e  tren ch es .”
