They are found 
along Atlantic seaboard. The 
edge of this bird’s bill Is like a 
blade. Fish is their chief food al­
though they will eat other tilings. 
There are at least 20 American 
q>ecies. Common sea gull is most 
abundant of the gulls. A gull has 

webbed foot which enables it 
to swim or rest on top of the 
water, bobbing along like a Cel­
luloid toy until it comes to fish 
or something to eat, in tlie water 
then it bobbs down and brings 
up its prey, flys to a rock or a 
piece of bare „ground and de­
vours it. If its bill is not strong 
enough to brealc' a clam rtiell it 
carries it to a  rock or some hard 
surface, drops it, to crack it <H>en 
and eats the clam. The herring 
guU measures about two feet in 
length and breeds in North 
America returning to its nest 
year after year. The nests are i 
mound of tightly packed sea 
weed with a deep cup like de- 
prenion in the top, hiddmi in 
clumps of grass or behind 
boulders. Tliey lay three pale

blue eggs. When the baby gulls 
are hungry they tap on the bills 
of their parents, this is a signal 
they think it is time to% eat. 
There has been law passed in 
every state where gulls are 
found protecting thmn l|^m  be­
ing Idlled, to sattfy the require­
ments of the millinery trade.

One of the five islands Just 
off our Maine coast, between 
Popham Beach and Bay Point, 
has been named “Gull Island.’ 
The island is the home of thou- 
sands of gulls and each Summer 
the National Geographic Society 
of Washington sends representa­
tives to this island to study the 
habits of these birds. The re­
ports are very interesting.
